possible to stop at all the places during the city tour. Tour Manager will try his/her 
best to stop coach wherever possible for a photo stop. 

 Coaches do not have a wheelchair access. There are steps to board / alight from the 
coach. 
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 Coaches are forbidden inside most of the historic city centers; to preserve them from 
damage caused by pollution and  getting overcrowded. Most of your sightseeing will 
be done by local buses and by foot in the historic and heritage centers.
