HOTELS

 Hotels in certain cities are not offering buffet breakfasts due to health regulations. If 

the same does not change by the time the tours operate, we will organize breakfasts 
at Indian / local restaurant. 

 
COACHES 

 Coaches are an important part of your journeys and we request our guests to keep 
the coach clean. 

 Due to hygiene factors it is not permitted to use toilets in the coach. However the 
tour manager will make comfort stops during long drives. 

 Eating & drinking is not permitted in the coach. 
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 Due to limited boot space in the coach we suggest you to carry one check-in bag & 
one hand bag per person only  

 Due to parking regulations and designated drop off & pick up points it is not 
possible to stop at all the places during the city tour. Tour Manager will try his/her 
best to stop coach wherever possible for a photo stop. 

 Coaches do not have a wheelchair access. There are steps to board / alight from the 
coach. 

 Coaches are forbidden inside most of the historic city centers; to preserve them from 
damage caused by pollution and  getting overcrowded. Most of your sightseeing will 
be done by local buses and by foot in the historic and heritage centers.

SIGHTSEEING 

 Due to logistical reasons certain departures may have amendments or reverse the 
itinerary.
